keeping safe online? 

ANSWER: Challenge them to outwit an Internet predat or. 

That’s the concept underlying the award-winning Internet 
safety program called “Missing.”  “Missing” is an educa-
tional CD-Rom game, a fun yet effective way to illu strate 
some dangerous forms of online behavior, which show s 
children what they should do if a stranger approach es 
them online.  

America’s children are the first generation to grow up in a 

wired world, with helpful – and harmful – information at their fingertips.  Millions of American youth have their own e-

mail accounts, and many spend hours in chat-rooms and have their own pages on Myspace and other blogging sites.  

Web Wise Kids is dedicated to equipping them with the knowledge they need to make wise choices on the Internet, 

and to avoid hazardous situations before they can become a predator’s next victim.   

“Missing” is available as a family kit or a classroom kit; the classroom kit is the format WWK most often licenses to law 

enforcement, schools and organizations that work with youth.  The classroom kit is available at no charge  to or-

ganizations that work with youth.  It is being implemented in 49 states and has been played by over one million 
American children since 2003.  It is effective both as a stand-alone program or as a complement to an existing Internet 

safety curriculum, and it speaks to children in their own medium in a way that “another lecture from an adult” 

can never do.    


Web Wise Kids provides education not only to middle-school age children but to high school age children and parents 

as well.  Our parent program is called “Wired With Wisdom” and our high school games will be launched in late Spring, 

2006.  All children need to be reached with the message of safety, but Web Wise Kids also bridges the digital divide 

between parents and children by giving adults the information they need.   


WWK also provides train-the-trainer sessions across the nation; last year they visited 78 organizations and trained 

over 1,700 new community partners.

Volunteers from Lancaster, 
Palmdale, Century, Santa Clarita, Transit Services Bureau and as far away as Malibu/Lost Hills Station 
attended the classes held on three Saturday’s in February 2006.  Deputy Victor Zavala or as he likes to be 
referred to as, “Big Poppa,” was the lead instructor and made the classes not only informative but interest-
ing and fun.  Along with the Volunteer graduates, Deputies Mark Round (Lancaster Station), Dave 

Jennings (Palmdale Station), Gary DeBondt (TSB), Pat Rissler (Santa Clarita Station), 
Johnie Jones (CLEPP) assisted “Big Poppa” with the class.

So, a Volunteer 
who has reached the 1,000 hour mark, who works for nothing more 
than the satisfaction of helping their community, has saved the Los 
Angeles County Sheriff’s Department a total of $18,040.  In 2005, the 
Volunteer Program as a whole saved the Sheriff’s Department a total 
of $8,026,230.
