Every year, on the first Tuesday in August, thou-
sands of communities nationwide join forces with lo-
cal law enforcement agencies to participate in Na-
tional Night Out. National Night Out is a crime and
drug prevention event which is designed to: (1)
Heighten crime and drug prevention awareness; (2)
Generate support for, and participation in, local anti-
crime efforts; (3) Strengthen neighborhood spirit and
police-community partnerships; and (4) Send a mes-
sage to criminals letting them know neighborhoods
are organized and fighting back.

Along with the traditional display of outdoor lights
and front porch vigils, cities, towns and neighbor-
hoods celebrate National Night Out with a variety of
events and activities such as: block parties, cook-
outs, visits from local police and fire departments,
peace marches, flashlight walks, contests and youth
programs. National Night Out has proven to be an
effective, inexpensive and enjoyable program to pro-
mote neighborhood spirit and police-community part-
nerships in our fight for a safer nation.

This year, on the evening of Tuesday, August 5,

neighborhoods throughout the County of Los Angeles
were involved in the “20" Annual National Night Out”
crime and drug prevention event, along with over
10,000 communities from all 50 states, U.S. territo-
ries, Canadian cities and military bases around the

world. In all, an estimated 33 million people partici-
pated in “America’s Night Out Against Crime.” Every
patrol station throughout the Department participated
in this event by coordinating some type of community
event in honor of National Night Out.

In these days of terrorism and our fight against it,
along with our increased efforts in educating people
on the importance of emergency preparedness, it is
programs like National Night Out which assists us in
reaching out to the communities we serve and accom-
plishing these goals. Thank you very much to all the
men and women of the Los Angeles County Sheriff's
Department who played a part in making this year’s
National Night Out event a success throughout the
County of Los Angeles and making our Department
shine!
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There were some 150,000 cases of child abuse
reported in Los Angeles County last year. Now
there is a program that educates teachers and
child care workers how to see the tell-tale signs
of when kids are getting beaten at home.

Early education and intervention is the aim of
Project Parent. With funding from Verizon Wire-
less, it combines LAUSD and city resources
with expertise from the group Parent Anony-
mous.

In this project, parents learn that crime is born in
child abuse. Victims are 25 percent more likely
to fail in school, more likely to runaway and later
go to prison.

In this program parents are urged to watch for
the signs.

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Field Operations Support Services (FOSS) is responsible for providing administrative and technical support and
expertise primarily to Department executives, Field Operations Regions, Detective Division and the Office of
Homeland Security. This support consists of many duties, including the following:

» Field Operations Directives (FOD's) - At the direction of the Department executives, we review
current policies and procedures and modify them as necessary or create new policies. FOD® are
orders signed by the executives and supercede all previous orders and Manual policies and proce-
dures.

 Informational Newsletters - We provide informational newsletters on just about any topic of impor-
tance to patrol and detectives. They include officer safety topics, recent case law decisions, and any
other relevant information. Generally, our topics come from the personnel in the field or through our
own research.

» Safety Bulletins (new) - The safety bulletins contain information about officer safety issues, such
as specialty weapons and secret compartments. These generally contain photos and little narrative.
 Pilot Projects - We conduct pilot projects for new weapons and new technology that are worthy of
field testing to determine their value and applicability to our Department. We also assist other units
that conduct pilot projects when these projects would impact our Department® patrol or investigative
function or require the development of new policies and procedures.

» Legislative Analysis - We review proposed legislation and their impact on our Department and
provide recommendations to support, oppose, or remain neutral on such legislation.

« Station Inspections - We inspect station jails, station training records, school safety programs, and
court liaison programs.

e Court Overtime Management - We monitor court overtime expenditures and assist station court
liaison personnel in their duties.

» Liaison with everyone! - We work closely with many, many units and organizations including
County Counsel, Board of Corrections, CAL-OSHA, County Board of Supervisors, Data Systems Bu-
reau, HQ Detective units, Crime Lab, Training Division, Station Command Staff, and many others.
We participate in intra- and interdepartmental committees which develop policies that impact the
daily operations of the Field Operations Regions, Detective Division, and Office of Homeland Secu-
rity.

» Answer guestions!! - No, we do not have all the answers, but we certainly know where to find it.
Anytime you have a question, whether it be about a policy or procedure, interpretation of law, new
technologies, training requirements, or just about anything, call us. We will be happy to answer your
guestions or direct you to the people who can.
