As the CERT concept has taken
hold across the country, however, CERT's have become
much more than originally envisioned. CERT's have
proven themselves to be an active and vital part of the
communities' preparedness and response capability. For
example, CERT's have been used to:

* Distribute and/or install smoke detectors and batteries to
the elderly and/or disabled

* Assist with evacuations and traffic control

* Promote community awareness of potenial hazards and
preparedness measures

* Supplement staffing at special events such as parades
* Act as victims in training exercises

The Community Emergency Response Team (CERT)
program is an all-risk, all-hazard training. This valuable
course is designed to help citizens protect themselves,
their family, their neighbors and their neighborhood in an
emergency situation.

The Palos Verdes Peninsula Community Emergency
Response Team (PVP CERT) program is an all risk, all-
hazard training. This valuable course is designed to help
protect your family, your neighbors and your neighborhood
in an emergency situation.

The CERT course is taugt in or near the community by a
trained team of first responders who have completed a
CERT Train-the -Trainer course conducted by their state
training office for emergency management, or FEMA's
Emergency Management Institute. CERT members
receive 20 hours (one day a week for seven weeks or
three consecutive Saturdays) of initial training. CERT
members maintain and refine their skill by participating in
exercises and activities. They can attend supplemental
training opportunities offered by the sponsoring agency
and others for their skill base.

Deputy Explorers assist regular deputies by performing
duties such as report writing, bicycle programs, crowd
assistance at parades and civic events, anti-crime
campaigns, search missions, fingerprinting, statistical
computations, and other community related functions.

Deputy Explorers are non-compensated, but completely
insured while in training or on duty. The training program
consists of over 180 hours of instruction in an academy
setting. The training is held on Saturdays, and covers
topics including demeanor, firearms safety, community
relations, narcotics, police procedures, self defense, and
criminal law. The trainees are required to undergo drill
and physical training, as well as their classroom work.
Explorers earn 10 high school credits upon completion of
the program.

In 2001, the city of Cerritos wanted to provide an increased
level of service to more rapidly identify all latent
fingerprints left at property crime scenes. To that end, the
City contracted for its own full-time Forensic Identification
Specialist Il (FIS 1) to be assigned to Cerritos Station and
funded its own autonomous Automated Fingerprint
Identification System (AFIS) worksite. Latent fingerprints
are lifted by trained Law Enforcement Technicians and
certified City Community Safety Officers. The program has
been so successful that the surrounding cities are entering
into agreements with the City of Cerritos to coordinate the
contracting of retired Sheriff's Department FIS Il
technicians to assist in expanding AFIS data entry and
identity certifications.

Every 15 Minutes is a two-day event for all local high
schools, involving the junior and senior classes. The event
is a mock traffic collision which takes place at the school,
in front of hundreds of students. The staged collision
results in two students being killed, and another being
arrested for drunk driving. An additional twenty-five
students are then removed from their classrooms by The
Grim Reeper, simulating their deaths and making a bigger
impact with students.

All participants are then taken away and kept overnight in
hotel, away from friends and family. During this time,
mock death notifications are made to parents of all
participants. A reunion with classmates and family takes
place the following day at school.

The purpose of this event is to raise awareness of the
possible consequences of drunk driving. The program has
been a huge success, and extremely popular with students
since its inception in 1997.

The "Home Safe" program was designed to better serve
families and individuals who are dealing with issues of
Alzheimer's Disease and Mental Health Disabilities.

The program is simple and allows Temple Station to
"track" the patients living in our station area. Lost patients
found wandering in our streets are quickly reunited with
their family members or caretakers.

Program participation only requires that a family member
or caretaker provide a photo of the patient and fill out a
form with current information. The photos and information
are stored at Temple Station, which can provide a ready
reference for our field officers. It can reduce stress and
reduce the length of time deputies spend handling "found
adult" situations.

VALLEY BOMBEN Santa Clarita Station's top performing deputies and one

sergeant who are on a flexible work schedule. CIT
interacts with a variety of citizens, patrol deputies,
detectives, the station crime analyst, and COBRA (our
gang unit), which keeps the team current on crime trends,
on-going investigations, and community quality of life
issues. CIT subscribes to the Community Oriented
Policing, problem solving methodology.

CIT has long standing partnerships with members of the
community, as well as government agencies such as; the
County Health Department, City and County Code
Enforcement, County Probation, State Parole, Bureau of
Alcoholic Beverage Control, Bureau of Consumer Affairs,
and a wide variety of departments within the City of Santa
Clarita. These partnerships, coupled with specialized
training and skills of the team members, allow the team
and its partners to solve a wide range of community
problems.

CIT uses crime analyst information to target problem areas
using parole and probation search operations, patrol, and
surveillance operations. CIT conducts uniform and
undercover operations with Alcohol Beverage Control on a
regular basis. They also conduct foot and bike patrols,
write search & arrest warrants, and interview suspects. Cit
remains flexible, in that whatever tool or approach is
required, the team uses it and solves the problem.
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COMMUNITY RESOURCE TEAM (CO.RE.) LOMITA RANCHO PALOS SGT. DAVE ROZAS (310) 891-3227 The objective of the CO.RE. Team is to provide
VERDES neighborhoods with deputies that have flexibility to direct

ENFORCEMENT TEAM VALLEY ROGER WALLACE motorcycle activity in the Santa Clarita Sheriff's Station
area, a grant application was submitted to the California
Department of Parks and Recreation to pay for overtime to
conduct dedicated off-road enforcement operations. In
May of 2004, the first grant was approved, along with
additional funding from the City of Santa Clarita. Each
subsequent year, a new grant application has been
submitted, resulting in additional funding.

As of January, 2005, the Station's Off-Road Enforcement
Team has conducted 88 dedicated OHV operations,
resulting in over 2300 contacts of OHV enthusiasts. The
team has also issued approximately 2850 warnings and
over 700 citations for illegal OHV activity.
