IDENTIFICATION SYSTEM (AFIS) level of service to more rapidly identify all latent
fingerprints left at property crime scenes. To that end, the
City contracted for its own full-time Forensic Identification
Specialist Il (FIS 11) to be assigned to Cerritos Station and
funded its own autonomous Automated Fingerprint
Identification System (AFIS) worksite. Latent fingerprints
are lifted by trained Law Enforcement Technicians and
certified City Community Safety Officers. The program has
been so successful that the surrounding cities are entering
into agreements with the City of Cerritos to coordinate the
contracting of retired Sheriff's Department FIS 1
technicians to assist in expanding AFIS data entry and
identity certifications.

Several other deputies are assigned to special vehicle and
foot patrols relative to peak shopping times. The program
enables the assigned deputies to become familiar with
both the merchants themselves, as well as with the
different types of problems associated with the large retail
centers. Team deputies interact with merchants on a
personal basis so as to better determine the types of law
enforcement attention needed to deal with specific
problems at the Center.

LARRY (626) 934-3074 The Youth Activities League Bike Program is designed as
UNREIN a hands-on course of instruction in rebuilding and repairing

donated or confiscated bicycles. The refurbished bicycles
will be donated to children in our annual Christmas
giveaway, station open house, Youth Activities League,
Camp COURAGE as well as the various other community
events sponsored by the station.

The Industry Sheriff's Youth Activities League currently
funds the Bike Program. The La Puente Valley Regional
Occupational Program Provides an instructor, at $20.00 an
hour, who is certified in bicycle repair.

The bike shop program was started to provide high school
students with a vocational program in which they would
receive training in bicycle repair and maintenance. When
they complete the course, the student will receive a
certificate of completion for the course, which will enable
them to work in the bicycle industry.

Students receive approximately 4-6 hours of instruction a
week for a period of one year. After completing the course
the student will, in turn, mentor and help train other
students.

We anticipate refurbishing 200—250 bicycles a year. The
students work on the bikes in “The Bike Shop," a fully
equipped workshop located at the Industry Station
Community Service Center.

Students must be high school students and maintain a "C"
grade point average in their classes to enroll in the
program. Upon completion of the program, the students
are allowed to rebuild a bike for themselves.
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CAMP C.0.U.R.AG.E. YOUTH ACTIVITY  INDUSTRY DET. RICO RIVERA (626) 934-3083 Camp C.0.U.R.A.G.E., Community Opposition and United
Resistance Against Gang Evils, is a four-day trip to our
local mountains. The camp was started as a community
based anti-gang program for seventh and eighth grade
students currently enrolled in junior high school in the
Rowland, Hacienda-La Puente, and Bassett Unified
School Districts.

The focus of the camp is to promote teamwork and to have
the students experience nature and gain a new
perspective on living in the outdoors. Camp activities
include fishing, hiking, swimming, crafts and canoeing.
The camp, including food, lodging and transportation, is
provided at no cost to the students.

The local school district and Y.A.L. deputies select
students for the program. At camp, students already
involved in gangs or those leaning towards gang
involvement, are mixed with other students their own age
that are not involved in gangs and shown that it is all right
to "just be a kid." They have the opportunity to interact
closely with deputy sheriffs and school counselors away
from their jobs. Everyone gets the opportunity to see each
other in a new light.

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FENCING PROGRAM YOUTH ACTIVITY  INDUSTRY DEP. LARRY (626) 934-3074 What Is Fencing?

UNREIN The sport of fencing is fast and athletic, a far cry from the
choreographed bouts you see on film or on the stage.
Instead of swinging from a chandelier or leaping from
balconies, you will see two fencers performing an intense
dance on a six-foot-by-forty-foot strip. The movement is so
fast the touches are scored electrically - more like Star
Wars than Errol Flynn.

The Weapons:

Foil, épée and sabre are the three weapons used in the
sport of fencing. While it is not unusual for fencers to
compete in all three events, they generally choose to
develop their skills in one weapon. Until recently, women
were permitted to compete only in foil, but now the USFA
& FIE offer national competitions for women in épée and
sabre. Women's épée was added to the World
Championships in 1989 and was held for the first time at
the Olympic Games in 1996.

Foil and épée are point-thrusting weapons. Sabre is a
point-thrusting as well as a cutting weapon. The target
areas differ for the three weapons, though all three are
scored electrically.

This is truly a
team effort, but the students are the key. The LEA staff is
committed to helping students in anyway possible, but they
will not carry them, they must learn to walk and stand on
their own.

The philosophy of the LEA is the use of goal incentives,
encouragement, a strong support system and positive
reinforcement; we seek to focus upon elevating good
rather than exhausting recourses upon suppressing evil.

and gangs with our S.H.A.R.K. Program. S.H.A.R.K.

Young people (between the ages of 14-17) are given 3
hours of classroom and 9 hours of pool instruction in the
use of SCUBA. The teenagers, after completing the
training, are taken out to Catalina Island where they
actually make an ocean dive on SCUBA with deputies.

Our PADI dive instructor (Chris Denny) donates two diving
scholarships to one boy and one girl who are serious
about becoming a Certified diver.

The close one-on-one interaction with a Deputy Sheriff
allows for the participants to become acquainted with the
human behind the badge. The participant sees that there
is a better world out there, one beyond gangs and crime.

sponsored by the Youth Activities League. The World
Championship finals are held each August at Derby
Downs in Akron, Ohio. The Industry Soapbox Program
has sent a car and driver to the championships every year
except in 2004.

Each year, with the exception of during World War I,

youngsters from throughout the United States and several
foreign countries have come to Akron with the racers they
have built and driven to victory in their home communities.

We build two to six cars a year in our own shop:

1) A stockcar, which is designed to give the first-time
builder, a learning experience. Boys and girls, 9 through
16, compete in simplified cars built from kits purchased
from the All-American. These kits assist the Derby novice
by providing a step-by-step layout for construction of a
basic lean-forward style car.

2) A super stockcar, which gives the competitor an
opportunity to expand their knowledge and build a more
advanced model. Both of these beginner levels make use
of kits and shells available from the All-American. These
entry levels of racing are popular in race communities
across the country, as youngsters are exposed to the
Derby program for the first time.

The goals of the Soapbox Derby program are to teach
youngsters some of the basic skills of workmanship, the
spirit of competition and the perseverance to continue a
project once it has begun.
